Submission of applications

Candidates should complete all the sections of the application form. Applications may be completed in

English or in any of the other two Consortium languages: Italian or Spanish. However candidates should fill

out the application in the language of instruction of the institution they choose as their 1* preference Home

university. Therefore, if you are applying to Granada or Oviedo as your 1* preference Home university, you

should fill out the application in Spanish, while if you are applying to CEU, Hull, Lodz or Utrecht, you should

do so in English. For Bologna, you can use either English or Italian. Failure to choose the correct language for

your application could result in its automatic rejection.

e Oviedo - Spanish in the first year (Home) and English in the second year (Mobility)

e Bologna - Italian (and some courses in English);

e CEU, Hull, Utrecht, and Lodz - English.

V. Languages
